Chief Steward’s Report

uring the British Small Bore

Festival feature race at Eagles

Canyon, a record field of 49

cars started the race, and all
got through the first turn without inci-
dent. So it can be done right. Great job,
guys and gals!

A recent YouTube video clip of a pro
race start in Europe gone terribly wrong
got me to thinking more about rolling
starts within CVAR. Each CVAR student
driver is given a copy of E. Paul Dicken-
son’s excellent vintage racing primer “The
Ace Factor”. This booklet is chock full of
good tips for the vintage racing driver, so |
assumed it had some good tips on safe
starts. But when | really looked -

Wrong! In the entire book, there are just
two relevant sentences...”Races are never
won in the first lap...but they are often
lost there!” and “As you come around to

the starter’s stand, check to see that the
green flag is being displayed before you
begin the first hot lap...” (well, duh!).
Folks, there is more to it than that. The
pole sitter has a special responsibility to
the rest of the pack, and that is to maintain
the speed set by the pace car, after the
pace car pulls off, until the green flag
drops. If the polesitter speeds up after the
pace car is out of his way, then the field
tends to spread out, with the front cars
going much faster than the back. This is
unfair to the folks in back, and | have in-
structed our Chief Starter not to give the
field the green flag when this happens.
Likewise, we occasionally see people
in back intentionally hanging back, then
charging the field before the green flag
drops, to have a speed advantage over the
pack when racing starts. Totally unaccept-
able! I have likewise instructed our Chief

Starter not to give the field the green flag
when this happens.

The race session timing starts when the
field goes by, even when the field does not
get the green flag. So everyone loses rac-
ing time when this happens. If the pack
does not get a green flag, it is important to
get back around promptly (but not at rac-
ing speeds) and bunch up two-by-two
properly before the last turn, or the green
may get withheld again. This wastes eve-
ryone’s precious track time.

Lastly, most folks weave and brake
during the pace lap, to warm things
up. Fine, as long as it is done safely. But
don’t cause a collision doing it. Crashing
before the green flag drops is just plain
dumb.

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CVAR SAFETY REPORT

n Arlington, Texas, West Abram Street
runs sort of parallel to the railroad tracks.
Today there is no crossing, but back

in the day there was a crossing, which
was a fair distance out of town, and the road-
way crossed the unguarded tracks at an angle.
Cars traveling West on Abram could watch the
progress of the train and would race the train to
the crossing. Growing up in Arlington in the
30s and 40s we called this spot “Death Cross-
ing”. There were many winners and losers, but
even with a name so ominous, there was always
someone willing to try to beat the train. Today
the genes from some of those who tried carry
on in some of our CVAR members.

In CVAR we have our own version of
Death Crossing. Only we call it “Dive Bomb
Pass”, or “Suicide Pass”. Some try to legiti-
mize the pass by calling it an ‘Inside Pass’.
What ever you want to call it, this maneuver is
rated near the top for being responsible for
considerable CVAR race car sheet metal de-
struction. We have at least one nearly every
race weekend. | could fill this whole newsletter
with reasons why this pass is a bad idea.

The dilemma with this type of contact inci-
dent is tagging the offender. Who is right, and
who is wrong? There is always the “he said, he
said”, or the forensic evidence of tire marks and
bent sheet metal; and, of course, eye witnesses.
But who had the right claim to the space? Some
claim it is just one of those things that happen
when you are racing. That is true, but “good”
driving behavior also happens.

Emotions can run high. Car A passing on
the inside states that Car B on the outside
chopped him off, or drove down on him, or
failed to give him room, all of which is accu-
rate. In most of the cases we see, car B was
driving his normal racing line curving to the
apex and made contact with car A, trying to
squeeze thru. Many saves are made as car B
sees the situation and changes his line to avoid,
and frequently drives off the racing surface in
the process. That is better than banging up his
car, but is it right that he should be put at risk?

Drivers, we need guidelines that we can all
live with. First, we are not going to race to win
at any cost. That means winning the race or
winning this corner. And second, the overtak-

ing driver is responsible for making a safe pass.

Two cars approaching a turn side by side,
upon reaching the turn-in point, must back-it-
out and proceed thru the turn, door handle to
door handle, and resume racing exiting the turn.
This can be scary sometimes, but it is the re-
sponsible and safe way to play.

Two cars are approaching a turn with one
car leading. If the lead car is clearly in the lead
when he initiates his turn-in, the racing line
between him and the apex belongs to him. Any
attempt by the following car to pass inside after
the lead car has initiated his turn-in, and result-
ing in contact, will draw a penalty from the
Safety Team. This is fair.

Any attempt by the following car to pass
inside after the lead car has initiated his turn-in,
and resulting in the overtaken car to spin or
leave the racing surface while attempting to
avoid contact, will draw a penalty from the
Safety Team. This also is fair.

Acceptance of these guidelines by every
driver will go a long way in reducing the car-
nage to our race cars, and making a safer place
for all drivers on the race track.

My Healey is built to the specs of the factory
works cars that dominated European rallying in
the early 60’s. It has been written that its finest
hour was the outright win of the Liege-Rome-
Liege Rallye of 1960 where Pat Moss and Ann
Wisdom won this very grueling event. Of note as
well, it was the first outright win in European
Rallying for a ladies team. My car has all of the
factory mods that were used for rallying in those
years. These include the alloy cylinder head,
triple 45DCOE twin choke Webers, Straight cut
gears transmission and an up rated Over Drive.
The factory body mods include front and rear
fender vents, two spare tire boot lid, carburetter
access panel, cowl scoop for cockpit fresh air
and a factory hardtop.

The car was also given the “The Healey
Family Award Engineering Excellence” at the
Eagles Canyon event. | cannot thank CVAR’s
drivers and corner workers enough for voting my
car that honor. It was a humbling experience for
me to be recognized in that manner after the
shunt we’d suffered at Eagles Canyon just a few
short years before.

and am now a small-scale cattle rancher (small
farm, short cattle).

The earliest report of the car was that it was
wrecked during a race on an airport in Spartan-
burg, SC sometime between 1959 and 1961
while being driven by a man named Jeff Harrell
(in a search of SCCA's online records, I've found
this name associated only with racing an MGA in
1963). He reportedly ran off the course and,
after gathering it up, was preparing to drive back
onto the track when he hit a large concrete ob-
ject hidden by tall grass, badly bending the
frame. The car sat outside a repair shop for
years as parts were taken off for use on other
cars. The remains of the car were eventually
moved to a garage in Connecticut where they
remained until Lee Gaskins bought it around
1980. With the help of Fred Sisson, Lee put the
car back together into its current form, initially
running it with a Judson supercharger. While
removing paint during the rebuild, the letters
"EP" were found on the doors, supporting the
claim of racing heritage. Lee raced it for three
years in various locations on the east coast and
midwest (Pittsburg Vintage GP, Waterford
Hills, Virginia International Raceway, Lime Rock,
Mid-Ohio, and Road Atlanta) during the early to
mid-1990s and brought it out again for the cen-
tennial celebration of Morgan Motors in 2009,
racing at Carolina Motorsports Park, Walter
Mitty Challenge, VIR, and Watkins Glen. |
bought the car from Lee in December 2010 and
went attended the driver school at TWS in Feb-
ruary. Eagles Canyon in May of this year was
my first race weekend after driver school.

89 white English Ford Escort RS1600 is
co-owned/co-driven by Greg Rey-
nolds, Yukon, OK, and Don Gwynne,

Arlington, TX. Although the Ford Motor Com-

~—]

pany never imported the English Escorts to the
USA, this car was brought over when new in
1970 and spent most of its years as a street car,
notwithstanding its right hand drive lay-
out. When Greg and Don purchased the car in
June 2006, it had been sitting in a garage for
quite a few years, mid-way through its conver-
sion to a vintage race car. Greg and Don fin-
ished the job, and since May 2007, it has been
racing with CVAR in Group 7’s B Sedan
class. In addition to CVAR events, it recently
competed in an HSR-West/SCCA Vintage event
at Mazda Raceway Laguna Seca, in Monterey,
CA which featured English Ford racing cars,
including Lotus Cortinas and Escorts. The Es-
cort RS1600 is powered by a high-revving
1601cc Cosworth BDA engine, similar to the
power plants found in several Sports Racing and
Formula cars here at Eagles Canyon Raceway
this weekend. Barely more than 1,000 of the
high performance Escort RS1600 models were
built by Ford of England’s “Advanced Vehicles
Operations,” similar to Ford’s ‘69/'70 Boss 302
effort in the USA.
